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This privacy statement describes the processing of Extern Examiner personal data that is 

carried out by University College Dublin (“UCD”) in order to facilitate the management of 

external examining activity in line with the requirements of the Academic Regulations. 

The information we hold and process will be used for management and administrative 

purposes only, to enable us to manage our relationship with Extern Examiners effectively 

and lawfully whilst they are working with us and after their duties have been completed. 

This statement explains how UCD collects and uses (processes) personal data relating to 

Extern Examiners, what rights the extern examiner has in relation to that data and who 

to contact should the examiner have a query or complaint. This privacy statement is not 

intended to cover all personal data processing at UCD and data processing activities may 

be dealt with under separate privacy statements. We ask that you read this statement 

carefully. This statement contains important information on how and why we collect, 

store, use and share personal data. We will update these pages from time to time, so 

please re-read them regularly. 

 

 About this Statement  

UCD is committed to protecting the privacy and security of personal data. Throughout 

this statement, “University”, “we”, “our”, and “us” refer to UCD; “you” and “your” refer 

to those whose data we process because they were or are employed by the University. 

UCD collects, uses and is responsible for certain personal data. This is known as 

“processing”. When we do so we are regulated under data protection legislation and we 

are responsible as the “data controller” of that personal data for the purposes of those 

laws. Personal data, or personal information, means any information about an individual 

from which that person can be identified. It does not include data where the identity has 

been removed (anonymous data). Under data protection legislation, there is also ‘special 

category’ personal data, which is more sensitive personal data. This includes details 

about your race or ethnicity, religious or philosophical beliefs, sex life, sexual orientation, 
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
